The Union Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship has launched the
Mahatma Gandhi National Fellowship in association with nine [IMs of the country.
Selected fellows will be given a stipend of about Rs 50,000 per month during the first
year and Rs 60,000 per month during the second year of the fellowship programme.
The government has invited applications from the interested candidates and the
registrations will remain open between February 15 and March 27, The Indian Express

reported.

The fellowship, which is being offered under the World Bank loan assisted programme
SANKALP, will have two stages. In the preliminary stage, the fellows will be imparted
training by the nine top IIMs of the country and in the later phase of the fellowship, the
fellows will work on strengthening the District Skill Committees and the District Skill
administration. The fellows will be imparted training to understand the overall skill
development ecosystem and knowledge base to take the skill development
programmes of the government in the right direction. After completing their training,
the fellows will be attached to the District Skill Committees and help in the formulation

of the District Skill Development Plans at the district level.

It is pertinent to note that the Mahatma Gandhi National Fellowship (MGNF) has
already been piloted on a small scale in a total of 69 districts of the country by imparting
training to 69 fellows. The government has now decided to expand the scheme to all

the districts of the country. The nine Indian Institute of Management institutes, which



are associated with the MGNF include 1IM Ahmedabad, IIM Lucknow, IIM Bangalore,
[IM Udaipur, 1IM Nagpur, IIM Ranchi and IIM Jammu, [IM Kozhikode and [IM

Visakhapatnam.

In a bid to strengthen skills training at district level, the skills development ministry on
Saturday launched the Mahatma Gandhi National Fellowship (MGNF) programme
natiowide in partnership with nine Indian Institures of Management across India. The

The two-year academic programme will have in-built component of on-ground practical
experience with the district administration. The nine IIMs include the IIM Bangalore,
[IM Ahmedabad, 1IM Lucknow, IIM Kozhikode, IIM Visakhapatnam, [IM-Udaipur, IIM
Nagpur, IIM Ranchi and IIM-Jammu.

“The fellows under MGNF will acquire academic expertise and technical competency
in understanding the overall skill ecosystem along with being attached to DSCs and
help them manage the skill development planning at district level through the
mechanism of formulating district skill development plans (DSDPs),” the ministry said

in a statement.



The ministry had launched a pilot programme in 69 districts during which 69 fellows
were trained. Under the Sankalp, the ministry will support in training the trainer (ToT)
system in public private partnership (PPP) mode that a collaborative approach
between industry and the technical and vocational education and training (TVET)

ecosystem.

“Towards this, a ‘cluster approach’ is adopted to meet the objectives and GIZ-
developed automotive cluster in Aurangabad has been selected for the pilot,” it said.
The emphasis is on preparation of TVET trainers with focus on domain knowledge,

pedagogical skills and industrial experience.

The application
process for the two-year government-funded programme will begin on February 15 and will
conclude on March 27. During the course, fellows will be given a stipend of Rs 50,000 per
month for the first year and Rs 60,000 per month for the second year of the course.

The fellowship is rolled out under the World Bank loan assisted programme SANKALP (Skills
Acquisition and Knowledge Awareness for Livelihood Promotion). Fellows after getting
training from 11Ms will further strengthen the district skill administration and the District Skill
Committees (DSCs) under the fellowship.

The fellows under MGNF will acquire academic expertise and technical competency in
understanding the overall skill ecosystem along with being attached to DSCs and help them
manage the skill development planning at district level through the mechanism of formulating
District Skill Development Plans (DSDPSs).

MGNEF in its pilot project had trained 69 fellows working across 69 districts. The ministry is
now expanding MGNF to all remaining districts in the country. The nine IIMs involved in
training fellows include- 1IM Bangalore, 1IM Ahmedabad, IIM Lucknow, 1IM Kozhikode,
IIM Visakhapatnam, 11IM-Udaipur, 1M Nagpur, 1IM Ranchi and 1IM-Jammul.
